You will need: 

Two Step Owl XL punch 

Two Step Bird XL punch 

Modern Label XL punch 

1 ¾” XL Circle punch 

Teeny Tiny Sentiments stamp set 

Woodgrain stamp set 

Early Espresso & Soft Suede ink pads 

Stampin’ Sponge 

Sahara Sand A6 cardstock 

Early Espresso cardstock 7 x 10 cm 

Very Vanilla cardstock 6.2 x 9.3 cm 

Basic Gray cardstock 5.5 x 5.5 cm 

Scraps of Very Vanilla, Early Espresso & 

Soft Suede card 

Elegant Soiree DSP 

Early Espresso brads from Neutrals pack 

Paper Piercer & Mat Pack 

Glue Stick 

Snail Adhesive 

Stampin’ Dimensionals 

 

 

 

Here’s how: 

Fold Sahara Sand A6 card in half. Adhere 

Early Espresso card to card front.  

 

Stamp woodgrain onto Very Vanilla card 

using Early Espresso ink. Punch out 1 ¾” 

circle. Sponge over with Soft Suede 

making the edges of the hole a little 

darker. Adhere Basic Gray card behind 

hole.  

 

Punch owl chest from DSP using Two Step 

Owl punch. Punch owl body and inner 

eyes from Early Espresso, and outer eyes 

and iris from Very Vanilla card scraps. 

Assemble as shown using glue stick to 

adhere pieces. Adhere owl to card with 

Stampin’ Dimensionals.  

 

Punch 2 branches from Soft Suede and 

Early Espresso card scraps using Two Step 

Bird punch. Adhere to card front using 

glue stick.  

 

Stamp Teeny Tiny Sentiments greeting 

onto Very Vanilla card scrap using Early 

Espresso ink. Punch out using Modern 

Label punch. Using Mat Pack and Paper 

Piercer pierce 2 holes in label and insert 

Early Espresso brads. Adhere label to card 

front using Stampin’ Dimensionals.  
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
